DRAGON MULTI-CULTURAL ARTS AND CRAFTS FAIRE

Reservations are being accepted for Asian Pacific Community Counseling’s (APCC) Dragon Multi‑Cultural Arts and Crafts Faire to be held on Sunday, November 13, 2011, from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM at the Riverside Elks Lodge, 6446 Riverside Boulevard, Sacramento, CA 95831. 

1. Craft Items:  Vendors must in some way have created/made their craft items. Some retail, commercial or wholesale items may be sold; HOWEVER, 50% of the items for sale must be made by the vendor. This includes hand painted ceramics, handmade craft items, jewelry created by the vendor, or gift baskets, etc. As we have many returning customers, it is suggested that your craft items be of different patterns, colors, etc. from previous APCC Craft fairs.

Photograph of Items:  Photographs of the items to be sold is required with the application fee for the review and selection process to ensure a diversity of sale items and to avoid duplication. Please attach photographs of your items for sale as a requirement for the review and selection process or your applications will not be reviewed. If after receiving approval, the items to be sold change substantially, vendor agrees to notify the event coordinator of the change and submit new photographs.

2. Application/Table Deposit Fee:  Applications are due Wednesday, July 8, 2011.  A deposit of $50 per table is required to offset the facility rental as well as cost to set-up/breakdown the tables and chairs. Reservations will not be accepted without the table fee. Only two chairs will be allotted per table. Additional tables are subject to available space and are not guaranteed until after the cutoff date for vendor sign ups.)

Each table measures approximately six feet by two and half feet. Two tables may be requested; however, it can not be guaranteed until after the close of applications if additional tables are available. Additional tables will be assigned on a first-come basis. 

3. Percentage of Sales:  APCC requires that 10% of your gross sales shall be submitted to APCC by Monday, November 28, 2011. You will be responsible for determining the amount and submitting it. Self-addressed envelopes will be provided to vendors during the day of the event.
4. Space Assignment:  If you and another vendor wish to be assigned spots next to each other, please submit your applications together and note on the application that you wish to be assigned a spot next to the other vendor. Placement adjacent to each other will be accommodated whenever possible. 

5. Confirmation:  Applicants will be notified by Wednesday, August 3, 2011, of their application’s outcome. Upon the review and selection process, a response on whether or not your application has been selected will be sent. Applications will be screened to ensure a wide range of diverse items to be available for sale in the craft faire. Vendors may not be selected if too many applications for similar merchandise are received.  

6. Cancellation/Refund: If you are not able to attend, you must cancel by Monday, October 3, 2011 by 4 pm to be considered for a refund.  A refund will be made only if a replacement vendor is found.

7. Set-up:  The building and parking lot opens at 7:30 AM. An APCC committee member will be in the building to check you in. The APCC committee members will watch your items while you park your car. You are responsible to have your own cart(s) to be used to transport your merchandise to your assigned table(s), although some hand trucks will be available for limited use.

8. Additional lighting or electrical outlets:  If additional lighting is required to display the merchandise, it is suggested that you bring your own lighting fixtures (i.e. lamps, extension cords). Please note the need for an electrical outlet on your application form. Only limited electrical outlets are available on a first-request basis.

9. Incidental Items:  Please provide your own paper bags/plastic bags/ boxes for customers’ purchases. Please do not ask other vendors for bags for your customers. Please bring sufficient change for customers paying by cash. Please bring business cards and upcoming craft show calendars to encourage customer followings.

10. Event Hours:  The craft faire will be held from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM with set up time from 7:30 AM to 9:00 AM. You are requested to remain for the entire show. Vendors should not break down your space until after 3:00 PM.
11. Preorder Lunch Box:  Pre-order bento boxes will be available for purchase by the vendors and your assistants. For $7.00 each, a choice of teriyaki chicken with chicken katsu or teriyaki chicken with gyoza can be made. Please indicate your choice on your application form.  A limited number of bottled waters will also be available for sale.

Raffle:  We will be accepting donations from participating vendors for a raffle to be held the day of the craft faire. If you wish to provide us with a donation, please include a description of your donation in your application.
